On the issue of studying the pedagogical activity of Ferruccio Busoni

Summary

This article raises the question of the necessity of studying the pedagogical activity
of the outstanding Italian musician Ferruccio Busoni in its entirety, both in the field of piano
performance and in the sphere of composing.
