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Chuvash folklore in the works of Lolita Chekushkina

Summary

Lolita Chekushkina is a modern Chuvash composer who works fruitfully in many genres.
Among her compositions of the last twenty years, it is very rare to find works where authentic
Chuvash folk melodies are not found. The folklore element so organically fits into her style that
it became a completely natural and unmistakable sign of her works. Unlike her contemporaries
in the composer community, L. V. Chekushkina does not try to introduce folklore in its revised
form into her musical world, but rather creates works based entirely on the folk system. A similar
approach was found earlier in the works of A. G. Vasiliev. Lolita Chekushkina consistently and
successfully develops his ideas.
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
