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M. M. Borodai in Kazan: the experience of a successful opera enterprise

Summary

The article highlights M. Borodai’s experience in organizing an opera enterprise in Kazan, which
was part of the Kazan-Saratov Drama Association (1893—-1901). Based on the materials of
the periodical press and memoir sources, the article considers the performance features of the
Kazan opera, the main forms of musical and theatrical performances, the ratio of drama and opera,
the specifics of the organization of opera seasons.

The undoubted merit of M. Borodai as an entrepreneur lies in the combination of creative
initiative, expressed in the expansion of the opera repertoire, enriching it with Western and
Russian opera novelties, attracting opera masters to the musical and theatrical process with his
commercial activity, the ability to conduct theatrical business.
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
