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“Russian song” through the prism of typological theory

Summary

Existing studies of the “Russian song” define the distinctive features of this genre as a set of
contradictory features that indicate the “transitional” status of this phenomenon. The “Russian
song” is located on the border of the “old” and “new” periods in the history of Russian music.
When considering this phenomenon through the prism of the typological approach, these
“contradictory features” turn out to be elements of a systematically ordered whole. The oral form
of dissemination, contrafactum as the main principle of professional composition of poetic texts
on a musical “tune” chosen as a metrical scheme, quantitative features in rhythm — all this has
a professional pre-composer nature. Thus, the “Russian song” turns out to be marked by features
that characterize the medieval stage in the development of music and poetry, which allows us to
consider it as a specific poetic genre — the genre of song lyrics.
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
