Summary

Currently, the musical theater occupies one of the leading places in the general cultural arena
and arouses the interest of both professionals and amateurs, therefore, its cultural and historical
nature requires detailed understanding. In this article, the author presents the musical theater of
Chuvashia not as an isolated phenomenon of the spiritual life of society, but as a part of a multi-
component complex of national culture, trying to determine its place in the system of general
cultural values of the people. The range of problems touched upon in the work includes the
general socio-cultural situation in the country and the republic in the 1950s—1960s, the goals
and objectives of the education of musical theater in Chuvashia, the training of professional
performing personnel, the first composing experiences in the field of musical and theatrical
genres, and, as a result, the creation of a national repertoire base.
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
