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Guzheng and piano: an ensemble of national and european instruments
in the works of Chinese composers

Summary

The article examines the background and the emergence of the guzheng and piano ensemble
in the works of Chinese composers of the 20%-21% century. The use of traditional and European
instruments in the ensemble, according to many Chinese composers, allowed to enrich the culture
of the East and the West. This became possible due to the combination of different timbres,
the integration of folk music and Western composing techniques, as well as the use of imitation
of traditional Chinese instruments in the piano part. The interaction of two instruments
in an ensemble is considered, the role of each of them in musical construction is analised.
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
