Contribution of Ibn al-Khatib to the Andalusian-Maghreb classical-music
heritage

Summary

The contribution of the outstanding Arab-Spanish scholar-encyclopedist Ibn al-Khatib
to the Andalusian poetic and musical heritage and to music theory is revealed on the basis
of texts from the preserved Moroccan song collections of the 18—19™ centuries. On the one hand,
his strophic poetry has become an inseparable part of classical music, preserved to this day
in Morocco in the secular and Sufi repertoire of Nuba. On the other hand, his qasida “On natures,
elements and modes” reflects the relevant to this day modal system of Andalusian classical
music in the context of the ideas of natural philosophy and Sufism.
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
