On the first “dodecaphone initiatives” of Kazan composers

Summary

In the light of strengthening of the liberal moods during the “thaw” period in the USSR, foreign
innovations began to have an increasing influence on the domestic culture. The informal
movements of Kazan youth emerging at that time had formed a new artistic environment
that promoted the creation of radical works of art. In the music of Kazan composers, this
was manifested in compositions based on the idea of combining the national and avant-garde.
Significant works that reflected the search for new musical and linguistic solutions were the
symphony-poem Musa Jalil by A. Monasypov and the ballet The Forest Legend by A. Luppov.
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
